West Kern Adult Education Network (WKAEN)
hosted their first GED graduation on October 27
where thirty students received their certificates
of completion. Friends, family and community
partners gathered together at the Taft Historic
Fort to celebrate the graduates’ achievement.

Dr. Debra Daniels addressed the graduates, shar-
ing the advantages of an education and inviting
them to enroll in Taft College. The event was
attended by the Taft College Board of Trustees as
well as WKAEN consortium board members who
awarded the certificates.

In 2013, Assembly Bill 86 appropriated to regional
consoritia $25 million to develop plans to
strengthen adult education programs within Cali-
fornia. Locally, a West Kern Corsortium was es-
tablished in 2015 and is jointly led by the West
Kern Community College District (Taft College),
Maricopa Unified School District and Taft Union
High School District.

WKAEN opened its doors on February 1, 2016 and
quickly began offering classes in GED preparation,
ESL (English as a Second Language, Citizenship
and short-term CTE classes.

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Facilities Update:

Student Center Makes First Visible Presence

The Student Center Project continues to move forward. Over the next few
weeks, grading and compaction will comprise the majority of the work con-
ducted. This work is necessary to meet soil standards for the foundation of the
building.

In conjunction with the Student Center Project, our PG&E Electrical Service
Project continues. We are currently in the trenching phase of this project.
There will be a brief power outage when the electrical service is switched over.
However, the current plan is try to conduct the switchover over the Winter
Break to minimize campus disruption. The estimated completion date for this
project is January 2017.

The Gym Re-Roofing Phase Il Project is out for bid. This project will complete
the entire upper portion of the gym and provide additional repairs to the lower
portion.

The Proposition 39 Site Light Retrofit courtyard lighting is 98% complete.
Phase Il of this project will begin next year, and other projects are currently
being evaluated and submitted to the State for approval.

Two Instructional Projects Under Planning:

e Outdoor Learning Yard (OLY): Site preparation to create an area for working
with energy technology outdoor equipment. The proposed location for this
project is near the ETEC and Maintenance Department. One of the goals for
this project is to support the Energy & Technology pathway for students from
TUHSD, to TC, to the CSUB engineering program.

* Room S-4: A plan to convert Science 4 to meet the needs of impacted Physics
and Chemistry offerings by configuring S-4 similarly to S-2 or S-3, which re-
quires the use of suitable chemistry/physics tables and addition of fume hoods.
The current projections are that classes currently in S-4 can be supported
equally well in other suitably equipped rooms on campus. The timeline for
completion is Fall of 2017.
