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5. Edit Tab Titles
To change the title of Each tab to something that makes sense to your course follow these
steps:
e 'The blue text at the top 1s the tab information.
e When editing it, be careful not to break the connection of the hyperlinked lettering
to the body mformation that goes with the tab.
e Keep the first and last letters of original title.
e Delete all of the highhighted middle letters like the figure shows.
e Type your title in-between the first and last letter
e Then delete the original first and last letters. You will be left with the new tab title.
e Repeat for each tab.
6. Edit the Headings for each tab- Same steps as Tabs
7. Edit the body content for each tab- Same steps as tabs.
8. Save and look at what your final product is. If the formatting looks off, you can reach out for
me to look at it. Chances are something is off in the HTML.
