C. Emergency Distance Learning Request
Summer/Fall Courses

A Bledsoe shared the DL committees hard work over the last couple of weeks. The State has asked every
campus to establish a DL course review process. His DL committee has been working with every Division to
ensure all courses meet the States standards. Most of the courses listed have been reviewed. A list of pending
courses will be reviewed at our next C & GE meeting held on May 22™. The committee voted to approve
Summer/Fall courses provided in the packet. TC has until December to complete the final application. On a
motion by K. Carlson, seconded by, M. Mayfield, and unanimously carried by all, the Summer and Fall DL
Emergency blanket courses were approved.
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D. Board Policy/Academic Policy Revision

Credit By Examination
The Credit By Exam process was discussed. J. Rangel-Escobedo discussed the proposed changes with

fellow counselors. Changes included dropping the current GPA standards from 2.5 to 2.0% as well as
adding FW and IP to the grade section. K. Carlson asked about the history of this policy and why a 2.5%
GPA was implemented in the first place. The group discussed typical standards and how they change
from time to time. The committee discussed the current CBE process, and how students are made aware
of this option. A standard CBE application requires many signatures. It requires a lot of work by both the
faculty member as well as the student taking the exam. It is typically approved for a student that is well
versed in the area in question. A final vote will take pace at our next C & GE meeting.
